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Skills and Tasks

Skill levels are assigned to workplace tasks:
Level 1 tasks are the least complex and level 4/5 tasks are the most complex.

NOTE:  The “customized work plan” option allows you to choose the skills that you want to include in your work plan right from the beginning.  The “most important Essential Skills” for this occupation are Problem Solving, Oral Communication, Numerical Estimation and Measurement and Calculation.  However, in this example, Problem Solving has been deleted and replaced with Finding Information and Document Use because it was agreed that these skills were important to practice in this work experience. 

Whether you begin with a standard or a customized work plan, you can further customize your OSP Work Plan by:

deleting any tasks that are not appropriate due to age restrictions, qualification requirements or are not applicable to a particular workplace; and clicking on the “add tasks” button (located on the OSP website) which allows you to search for additional tasks to further enhance your work plan.
